32.5 hours a week 8.30-3.30 with half an hour lunch (range of Scale 4 pt 7-10 or Scale 5 12-
15) depending upon experience. At interview it would be up to you to bring certificates for 
NNEB level qualifications, Early Childhood development training, Makaton, PECs, NVQ L3 
or other training if you have experience which proves you can offer more, be on a higher 
scale. 
 
The post is to start after Christmas for a Fixed Term one year period ending 31 August 
2021 subject to a three and  five month probation review. The positions may extend 
immediately if the funding is secured. 
 
The Early Years Educator will be required to work flexibly taking direction from the class 
teacher and SENCO in planning and administering the curriculum and have a group of Key 
Worker children who also start in January. 
 
Candidates must be able to carry out and write up necessary observations to inform and 
evaluate the Key Worker children’s needs under the guidance of the Class Teacher. They 
must be experienced classroom practitioners proactive in dealing with either Early Years.  
 
Candidates must be able to use their own initiative and have a good standard of written 
English.
